Do not remove EcoTrap® for refill.

One 3 0z.(100ml) refill will last for approx. 1500 uses. No need to refill daily!!
1. Screw the PortionAid onto a BlueSeal® quart bottle.

2. Squeeze bottle to measure out 3 oz. (100ml) of BlueSeal® into PortionAid.
3. Pour BlueSeal® directly into EcoTrap® towards back of urinal.

Task Time: 20 Seconds

Note: Applicable to all non-water using urinals.
Commercially available cleaners will not break down BlueSeal.

EcoTrap® Exchange

Remove or exchange EcoTrap® only when needed, i.e. slow urine flow or pooling.

1. Have the X-Traptor® tool, new EcoTrap®, a plastic bag and
5 gallon bucket of Hot Water on hand.

2. Insert X-Traptor® into trap slots and engage on knobs.

3. While slowly pulling up, wiggle tool side to side to loosen EcoTrap®.
Do not pull straight up! Once the EcoTrap® is removed,

spray a deodorizer into the drain to minimize odor.

4. With EcoTrap® still on X-Traptor®, pour liquid contents
of EcoTrap® into the open drain hole of urinal.

5. Deposit used EcoTrap® in plastic bag. Disengage and remove X-Traptor®.
6.  Seal the plastic bag and discard in locally appropriate manner.

7. Loosen any sediment accumulation in drain hole with any long

object or brush.

8. Pour the 5 gallon bucket of hot water into drain hole of urinal to flush sediments
from waste line before inserting new EcoTrap®.

9. Insert new EcoTrap® into drain hole of urinal. Press EcoTrap® down,
below drain hole rim.

10.  Fill new EcoTrap® with about 12 0z.(400ml) of water. Add 3 oz. (100ml) of BlueSeal®.
See BlueSeal® refill instructions above. Done!

Note: No urinal plastic screens needed as EcoTrap® acts as a strainer. Plastic screens also tend to leave
water/urine deposits on their edges and need daily removal for cleaning. Best not to use them.

Total Water Conservation

No-Flush™ urinals resemble conventional
wall-hung urinal fixtures, but do not
require a water supply or flush valve for
their proper functioning.

Reduced Maintenance

Without mechanical parts such as flush
valves, urinal maintenance is greatly re-
duced. Without water use, urinal cleaning
takes less time since hard water deposits
on surfaces no longer occur. The EcoTrap®
functions as a strainer, meaning vandals
can no longer clog up urinals and over
flow them!

Better Hygiene

Misconceptions of Waterless® Urinals:
Over the years and with different products offered
in the market, the lines often blur of what works.

They smell - this usually means the sealing
liquid is gone. Simply add the liquid seal-
ant. BlueSeal® is the best available sealing
liquid on the market. It does not require
the purchase of special urinal cleaners to
stay effective. BlueSeal® can be used in all
non-water using urinals.

Trap inserts too costly - not the case with
Waterless®. Since 1991, EcoTrap® is the
least expensive and most simple trap
insert available on the market.

Maintenance requirements — truly the
simplest; see simple instructions on page
8. If a janitor can refill toilet paper, it is
easier to refill the BlueSeal® liquid. If a
janitor can change out soap dispensers,
they can as easily replace an EcoTrap®.
No need to take traps apart as in others.

Drain line clogs - drain line clogs have
been around in flushed urinals for the
past century. Water and urine over time
essentially build lime stone in the drain
lines necessitating urinal removal and
drain line snaking. With no water present
in Waterless® fixtures, only soft sediments
can occur. In case of a clog, the building
drain line is easily accessed via simple
removal of the EcoTrap® and the full

2" urinal interior drain line of No-Flush™
urinals. No more removing urinals from the
wall, thereby saving time.

Urine acidity harms drain lines — if that
would be the case, drain lines would have
been harmed consistently over the past
century as urine becomes only more
acidic when mixing with water. Toxic

and acidic drain cleaners have not
harmed lines, so why would the more
benign water/urine mixture?

Install a flushed urinal upstream from
non-water using urinals to help line carry
- the worst of all as any water flow will
accelerate drain line clogging. See above.
